THE FOUR HORSEMEN OF THE WRATH OF GOD: 
 
   Seal One:  the Rider on the White Horse 
 

Then I saw when the Lamb broke one of the seven seals, and I heard one 
of the four living creatures saying as with a voice of thunder, “Come.”  I 
looked, and behold, a white horse, and he who sat on it had a bow; and a 
crown was given to him, and he went out conquering and to conquer.  
      Revelation 6:1-2 
 
And Jesus answered and said to them, “See to it that no one misleads you. 
For many will come in My name, saying, ‘I am the Christ,’ and will 
mislead many.”    Matthew 24:4-5 
 
And he will make a firm covenant with the many for one week, but in the 
middle of the week he will put a stop to sacrifice and grain offering; and 
on the wing of abominations will come one who makes desolate, even 
until a complete destruction, one that is decreed, is poured out on the one 
who makes desolate.    Daniel 9:27

   Seal Two:  the Rider on the Red Horse 
 

When He broke the second seal, I heard the second living creature saying, 
“Come.”  And another, a red horse, went out; and to him who sat on it, it 
was granted to take peace from the earth, and that men would slay one 
another; and a great sword was given to him.   
      Revelation 6:3-4 

And Jesus answered and said to them, “See to it that no one misleads you.  
For many will come in My name, saying, ‘I am the Christ,’ and will 
mislead many.  You will be hearing of (1) wars and (2) rumors of wars.  
See that you are not frightened, for those things must take place, but that 
is not yet the end.  For (3) nation will rise against nation, and (4) kingdom 
against kingdom.”    Matthew 24:4-7a 
 

 
   Seal Three:  the Rider on the Black Horse 
 

When He broke the third seal, I heard the third living creature saying, 
“Come.” I looked, and behold, a black horse; and he who sat on it had a 
pair of scales in his hand.  And I heard something like a voice in the 
center of the four living creatures saying, “A quart of wheat for a 
denarius, and three quarts of barley for a denarius; and do not damage the 
oil and the wine.”    Revelation 6:5-6 
 
And Jesus answered and said to them, “See to it that no one misleads you.  
For many will come in My name, saying, ‘I am the Christ,’ and will 
mislead many.  You will be hearing of wars and rumors of wars.  See that 
you are not frightened, for those things must take place, but that is not yet 
the end.  For nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against 
kingdom, and in various places there will be famines and earthquakes.”
      Matthew 24:4-7 
 
Their appearance is blacker than soot, they are not recognized in the 
streets; their skin is shriveled on their bones, it is withered, it has become 
like wood.  Better are those slain with the sword than those slain with 
hunger; for they pine away, being stricken for lack of the fruits of the 
field.      Lamentations 4:8-9 
 

 
  Seal Four:  the Rider on the Ashen / Pale / Sickly Green Horse 
 

When the Lamb broke the fourth seal, I heard the voice of the fourth 
living creature saying, “Come.”  I looked, and behold, an ashen horse; and 
he who sat on it had the name Death (body); and Hades (spirit) was 
following with him.  Authority was given to them over a fourth of the 
earth, to kill with (1) sword and with (2) famine and with (3) pestilence 
and by the (4) wild beasts of the earth.  Revelation 6:7-8 
 
For thus says the Lord GOD, “How much more when I send My four 
severe judgments against Jerusalem: (1) sword, (2) famine, (3) wild beasts 
and (4) plague to cut off man and beast from it!  Yet, behold, survivors 
will be left in it who will be brought out, both sons and daughters.  
Behold, they are going to come forth to you and you will see their conduct 
and actions; then you will be comforted for the calamity which I have 
brought against Jerusalem for everything which I have brought upon it.  
Then they will comfort you when you see their conduct and actions, for 
you will know that I have not done in vain whatever I did to it, declares 
the Lord GOD.    Ezekiel 14:21-23
